    FASTING: one full meal and two lighter meals with no 
snacking on Ash Wednesday and Good Friday for all 
those who are at least 18 years of age but not yet 59 
years of age. 
       
    ABSTINENCE:  no meat on Ash Wednesday and all 
the Fridays of Lent for everyone 14 years of age of 
older. 
 

    FRIDAY DEVOTIONS will include Stations of the 
Cross in English at 6:00 pm on Fridays.
